The Teen Connection of Takoma (TCOT) has expanded greatly over
the past year and has become a staple in the local community by pro-
viding quality gynecological healthcare to an “at-risk” population. Pa-
tient care has expanded rapidly to 4,096 visits over the past year, with
the number of visitsincreasing each successive quarter. Not only has
there been an increase in the number of patients served but also an in-
crease in complicated cases. We are aso proud to announce that we
have opened a second sitein the District with athird site anticipated to
open by January 2006.

TCOT works closaly with the Montgomery County school system, DC
school system and other nonprofit providers of servicesto “at-risk”
youth and young adults to ensure our client base vital health care ser-
vices that they might not otherwise be aware of or able to afford.
TCOT’ s client base has become even more diverse over the past year
not only in ethnicity, but also in sex, as over 200 “at-risk” malesre-
celved servicesthis past year.

We continue to expand our services with the assistance of our staff,
volunteers, board and patients. TCOT is committed to continuing to
improve our ability to provide quality, holistic women’s health care,
most recently by hiring two more nurse practitioners, increasing out-
reach efforts in the DC metropolitan area and implementing a weekly
colposcopy clinic. TCOT will continue to add seasoned health care
professionals to expand services as well as the number of patient visits,
while consistently striving to achieve the highest degree of patient care
in the community.
